We would like to invite you to a workshop discussing an EPA staff-level review of diesel fuel parameter impacts on emissions from diesel engines.  While our work in this area is not finished, we have now completed a substantial body of data analysis work, and we want to share this work with experts and stakeholders outside the EPA to ensure that our work addresses all relevant technical concerns.  At the August workshop, we will present a summary of our analysis, but most of the workshop will consist of the presentations of critiques and alternate perspectives from participants outside EPA. The workshop will focus on technical critiques of our analysis methodology, and not the policy implications of the results.

EPA=s desire to quantify the emission effects of diesel fuel parameter changes stems from state interest in reducing criteria pollutant emissions by regulating diesel fuel properties.   A staff discussion document on our website (http://www.epa.gov/otaq/models/analysis.htm) describes our work so far, and describes technical issues related to an assessment of the effect of changes in diesel fuel parameters on the emissions of hydrocarbons (HC), particulate matter (PM) and oxides of nitrogen (NOx).  The document is intended as a starting place for discussion and comment.  It is not a final technical report.

The success of this workshop depends on participant presentations.   If you plan to make a presentation at the workshop, please let us know by August 1, 2001, so we can include your presentation in the workshop agenda.   Electronic copies of presentation materials are requested by August 14, 2001, so that we can provide the presentations in printed form to workshop participants. Also, to aid in our planning, please confirm your attendance by August 6.  We expect the close of the written comment period on the staff discussion document will be September 28, 2001.
