16, 2007 has been added but requires revision.

a. The revised label does include the requested table but 1ncludes a dilution range of
0.1 to 1% while at the beginning of the mosquito control section the use dilutions
are 0.1 to 0.5%.

b. In the paragraph before the table:

1. Change “ULD” to read “ULV”..

ii. You state an application rate of 15 oz./minute as the maximum rate but
the new table states much higher rates. The labe] also states: “Keep
vehicle speeds at 5 mph” but 5-20 mph is listed in the table. Revise this
section in order for an applicator to properly apply your product.

3. Page 9 — Complete Label
a. “Handheld and Backpack Equipment” The paragraph was revised as directed by
the Agency’s letter of February 16, 2007 but the droplet size range was rethoved “.. .that
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produce a fog with the'majority of droplets in the 5-50 um range”. Please specify a
droplet size range for the sprayers mentioned in this paragraph. ‘

Please note that the availability of EPA’s reregistration eligibility documents (REDs)
for products containing pyrethrins and/or piperonyl butoxide. The availability of the pyrethrins
RED was published in the Federal Register (FR) on July 26, 2006 (Vol.71 No.143 pg. 42387).

Use
preferably at a time when temperature is cool (75°F or less) and the wind velocity is approximately 5 mph or less.

DILUTION: Use a white mineral oil conforming to regulation 21 CFR 178.3620(b), or an odorless light petroleum hydrocarbon conforming
to 21 CFR 172.882 or 40 CFR 180.910 (Inert ingredients used pre and post-harvest; exemptions from the requirement of a tolerance), and
180.930 {Inert ingredients applied to animals; exemptions from the requirement of a tolerance).

For
best results, apply when temperature is at least 50°F, when meteorological conditions create a temperature inversion and wind speed is
greater than 1 mph.

Spray equipment must be
adjusted so that the volume median diameter is less than 20 microns (Dv 0.5 < 20 ym) and that 90% of the spray is contained in droplets
smaller than 50 microns (Dv 0.9 < 50 pm). Directions from the equipment manufacturer or vendor, pesticide registrant or a test facility
using a laser-based measurement instrument must be used to adjust equipment to produce acceptable droplet size spectra. Application
equipment must be tested at least annually to confirm that pressure at the-nozzle and nozzle flow rate(s) are properly calibrated.

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HANDHELD AND BACKPACK EQUIPMENT: When using equipment such as Whitmire Micro-Gen ULV equipment, apply at the rate of up
to 4 oz/acre, undiluted, in a 30 ft. swath. Allow spray drift to penetrate dense foliage. Apply at no more than 0.0025 Ibs. of pyrethrins/acre
each day. When used in cold aerosol generators, mechanical or efectranic foggers, or misting equipment, BP-100 should be diluted with
light mineral oil (specific gravity of approximately 0.8 at 60°F, boiling point: 500-840°F). An N.F. grade oil is preferred.
