Product Information

Encartis, a suspension concentrate (SC), contains the
active ingredients boscalid and chlorothalonil. The active
ingredients in Encartis belong to two classes of fungi-
cides, a carboxamide and a multi-site mode of action
fungicide for the control of certain diseases on golf course
turfgrass. To maximize disease control, apply Encartis in a
regularly scheduled preventative spray program and use in
a rotation program with other effective fungicides. Encartis
is most effective when applied preventatively; however,
early curative control can be achieved for dollar spot.



Resistance Management

Encartis™ fungicide contains boscalid and chlorothalonil,
a premix of a Group 7 and a Group M5 fungicide, and is
effective against pathogens resistant to fungicides with
modes of action different from those of target site Group 7
and Group M5, such as the dicarboximides, sterol
inhibitors, or benzimidazoles. Fungal isolates resistant to
Group 7 may eventually dominate the fungal population if
Group 7 is used predominantly and repeatedly in the same
turfgrass area in successive years as the primary method
of control for the targeted pathogen species, especially if
resistance to Group 7 fungicides is already present in the
pathogen population. This may result in reduction of dis-
ease control by Encartis or other Group 7 fungicides.

To maintain the performance of Encartis in turfgrass,
DO NOT exceed the total number of sequential applica-
tions of Encartis. Follow label instructions regarding the
sequential use of Encartis.

Resistance Management Advisory

The following instructions may delay the development of
fungicide resistance:

1. Limited sequential applications - To maintain per-
formance in golf course turfgrass, DO NOT make more
than two (2) sequential Encartis applications; then alter-
nate to another effective fungicide before reapplying
Encartis.
