The labeling referred to above, submitted in connection with registration under the Federal
Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act, as amended, is acceptable subject to the comments
listed below:

Should you wish to add/retain a reference to the company's website on your label, then
please be aware that the website becomes labeling under the Federal Insecticide
Fungicide and Rodenticide Act and is subject to review by the Agency. If the website is
false or misleading, the product would be misbranded and unlawful to sell or distribute
under FIFRA section 12(a)(1)(E). 40 CFR 156.10(a)(5) list examples of statements EPA
may consider false or misleading. In addition, regardless of whether a website is
referenced on your product's label, claims made on the website may not substantially
differ from those claims approved through the registration process. Therefore should the
Agency find or if it is brought to our attention that a website contains false or misleading
statements or claims substantially differing from the EPA approved registration, the
website will be referred to the EPA's Office of Enforcement and Compliance Assurance.

As an alternative, you may refer consumers to the company's phone number or email
address.

Revise the second sentence of the First Aid Statement to read as follows:
Do not breathe vapors.

Add to the First Aid statements the following:
Remove and wash contaminated clothing before re-use.

Move the following instructions to the Use Restrictions for all lamps/appliances:
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Do not expose appliance or mats to rain.
Do not expose lamps or mats to rain.

Delete the following sentence wherever it appears, as it may lead to misuse:
Use more appliances/lamps in larger areas.

This registration specifies butane cartridges in two different sizes. All references to the
length of time the butane cartridge lasts must specify the size of the butane cartridge in
fluid ounces.

On page 5, LED lamp instruction # 6, the user is told that the light does not need to be on
for the repellent feature to work. In instruction #9, the user is told what to do if the
repellent is not working, i.e. there is no orange light. Correct the instruction to read that
the repellent on/off switch must in the “on” position.

The storage instructions must be revised to add that the appliance, lamps and butane
cartridges must be stored in the original box.

In accordance with PR Notice 2007-4 revise the disposal statements for the butane
cartridges to read as follows:
Nonrefillable container. Do not reuse or refill this container.

In accordance with PR Notice 2007-4, add “batch code” to the label.

Because this product bears If Inhaled Precautionary statements, in accordance with PR
Notice 2001-1, add an emergency telephone number to the first aid statements.

Add to the Hazards to Humans Precautionary Statements the following:
Remove and wash contaminated clothing before reuse.

Graphics must not detract from the precautionary statements or directions for use.
Graphics may not include pictures of children, use around surface water, or food or
pictures of the device being attached to a person or the person’s clothing.

All repellency claims other than 4 hours per mat must show the user how they are

calculated. You must delete “{}” , which appears to hide from the user how these
numbers are calculated. :

Delete the following statements which detract from the Precautionary Statements and
Directions for use:

Simply turn lamp on and push the button.

Simply insert cartridge and push the start button two buttons.

Simply screw in the cartridge and light the lamp with any match or lighter.

Simply screw in the cartridge and depress the start button

Simply screw in the cartridge, turn on the on-off button by pressing button to the on (in)
position, wait 5 to 10 seconds and press the start button three to five times.
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Simply insert the cartridge and repellent mat and push two buttons to start.
Simply install the batteries, insert the cartridge and light with a match or lighter.

Delete the reference to “passive repellency” as the explanation that the user doesn’t have
to do anything for four hours and the unit continuously releases the repellent detracts
from the Precautionary Statements and Directions for Use.

All marketing claims must specify the device/lamp to which they refer. The claims listed
below do not apply to all devices associated with this registration. These claims must be
limited claims to the devices to which they apply:

automatic shut off

No match or lighter required to operate.

Delete “For best results” from the Directions for Use, as they make compliance with the
directions for use optional.

Move the following statements to a section entitled “Warranty and Disclaimers™:

Seller will not be held responsible for damage, injury or poor performance cause by use
of other butane cartridges or repellent mats.

Seller is not responsible for damage caused by using this butane cartridge in other butane
products.

The Statement “Do not attach this appliance to your body or clothing” must be located
under the heading “Use Restrictions” for all appliances.

Revise the following implied safety claim “It is great for camping” to read ‘“Product may
be used for camping.” '

Revise the Environmental Hazards statements in accordance with the Allethrins
Reregistration Eligibility Document (RED) as follows:

This product is toxic to fish, shrimp and aquatic invertebrates. Do not apply directly to
water. Do not contaminate water when cleaning equipment of disposing of equipment
washwaters or rinsate. Drift may be hazardous to aquatic organisms in water adjacent to
treated areas.

Delete the following implied safety claims:

No odor, scent, smell

Odor free

No game-spooking odors

Repellent does not spook game won’t spook game.

Ideal great

use it in comfort
