We reiterate that while all
sampling and investigation activities conducted by Duf'ont arc done with advance notification to
the NJ])LP. they will continue to he subject to unannounced auditing and inspecting by ~.I])rp
and EPA. Given the sit.e or the Dul'om site, the agencies will. however, have to conuuunicatc
with Dul-ont or their field sampling ream on the day or any inspection in order to ussurc that it
indeed remains scheduled and that the specific location to inspect is clearly known.

N.I[)I~P and LPA arc committed to conducting split sampling activities, as requested As
discussed on March 2,20 J I as well, the collection of split samples requires a tremendous amount
or coordination between the entities conducting the sampling to ensure valid samples an:
collected. Laboratory coordination. sampling methods used and analytical \'ariati()I1.~arc some or
the primary issues that require early communication with Dul'ont.

Additionally. minor variations ill data will inevitably be produced ill the Iiua] rexu lts when
collecting split samples and during the laboratory analysis or environmental samplcs.. The
agencies will evaluate the data for consistency as part or the liual evaluation or the split sampling
data. ;\ II sarnpl ing and/or inspect ion activit ics. whether announced or unannounced. wi II be
provided to the CAe; and posted Oil the I:PA website, except where activities an: conducted at
private residences. Information relative to private residences will be summarized for the CA(;
