Dear Messrs. Steinberger and Whelan: 

EPA's on-going review ofoperations at Waimanalo Gulch Sanitary Landfill ("WGSL") 
has revealed violations ofthe Clean Water Act and the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination 
System permit regulating storm water discharges from WGSL. Given the nature and extent of 
the violations, an Order for Compliance is needed to assure that operations comply with the 
pertinent Clean Water Act requirements, including, but not limited to, the provisions of the 
General Permit Authorizing Discharges Associated with Industrial Activities, HAR Chapter 11­
55 Appendix B, and the Notice of General Permit Coverage for WGSL issued by the Hawaii 
Department of Health. 

Therefore, enclosed please find our Findings ofViolation and Order for Compliance 
pursuant to Sections 308(a) and 309(a)(3), (a)(4) and (a)(5)(A) ofthe Clean Water Act as 
amended [33 U.S.C. §§ 1318(a), 1319(a)(3), (a)(4) and (a)(5)(A)] for violations ofthe Clean 
Water Act associated with the operation ofWGSL.
