Dear Mr. Turek: 

On February 8 -12, 2010, a hazardous waste compliance inspection was 
conducted by representatives of the United States Environmental Protection Agency 
("EPA"), accompanied by representatives of the State 6fi'California Department of Toxic 
Substances Control ("DTSC"), at the Chemical Waste Management, Inc. (CWM) facility 
located in Kettleman City, California, using EPA Identification Number CAT 000 646 
117 ("the facility"). EPA's investigation of CWM covered compliance with the Resource 
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) at the facility, and included information 
gathered in accordance with RCRA Section 3007(a){42 U.S.C. § 6927(a)}. 

A copy of EPA's inspection report is en~losed for your information and response.

The report describes conditions at the facility at the time of the investigation, and 
identifies areas of noncompliance with RCRA regulations and potential violations of the 
State of California authorized program under RCRA Subtitle C. Any omissions in the 
report shall not be construed asa determination of compliance with any other applicable 

. regulation. 

PUrsuant to Section 3008 ofRCRA {42 U.S.C. § 6928}, you are required to 
respond to and correct the areas of noncompliance, including areas of concern, identified 
in the report and to submit documentation of their correction to the EPA. 



Your response must include a letter signed by a duly authorized official of your 
facility, certifying correction of the identified areas of noncompliance. Documentation of 
CWM's return to compliance may consist of, among other items, photographs, manifests, 
and revised records. Where compliancy ~(lot:.be achieved within forty-five (45) 
calendar days, CWM must provide the reasons for the delay, a description of each 
corrective action planned, and a schedule on which each corrective action will be faken. 
Your response to the Notice of Violation is due within forty-five (45) calendar days of 
your receipt of this letter. Your response shall be addressed to:

By copy of this letter, U.S. EPA is providing the State of California with notice of 
. the referenced violations of Subtitle C of RCRA and the California hazardous waste 

program. 

U.S. EPA reserves the right to take further enforcement action as it deems 
appropriate. Violations of Subtitle C of RCRA such as those listed in the enclosed report 
may be punishable by civil and criminal actions, including penalties of up to $37,500 per 
day for each vio~ation as provided by Section 3008 of RCRA. 

EPA regulations governing confidentiality of business information are set forth in 
40 CPR Part 2, Subpart B. EPA routinely provides copies of investigation reports to state 
agencies, and upon request, to the public. Such releases are handled according to the 
Freedom of Information Act regulations (40 CPR Part 2). Ifyou believe any of the 
information contained in the Enclosure or submitted to EPA in response this letter 
contains confidential business information, please identify any such information in your 
response and assert a confidentiality claim in accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 2.203(b). If 
the EPA determines that the information over which you assert a claim meets the criteria 
set forth in 40 CPR § 2.208, the information will be disclosed only to the extent, and by 
means of the procedures specified in 40 CPR Part 2, Subpart B. EPA will construe the 
failure to furnish a confidentiality claim within fourteen (14) calendar days from the date 
of EPA's receipt ofCWM-KHF's response to this Notice of Violation as a waiver of that 
claim and information may be made available to the public by the U.S. EPA without 
further notice (40 CPR § 2.203(a)(2».
