PUBLIC HEARING: 
 
The Regional Administrator has determined, pursuant to 40 C.F.R.§124.12,  that a significant 
degree of public interest exists in the proposed draft permit and that a public hearing should be 
held to consider this action.  Accordingly, a public hearing has been scheduled.  In addition, EPA 
will hold a public informational meeting on the permit immediately prior to the public hearing.

and to maintain order; and 
 
 b. Any person appearing at such a hearing may submit oral or written statements and 

data concerning the draft permit modification. 



 
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
 
All persons, including applicants, who believe any condition of this draft permit is inappropriate, 
must raise all issues and submit all available arguments and all supporting material for their 
arguments in full by August 18, 2009, to the U.S. EPA, 1 Congress Street, Suite 1100, Boston, 
Massachusetts 02114-2023.   
 
FINAL PERMIT DECISION: 
 
Following the close of the comment period and after the public hearing, the Regional Administrator 
will issue a final permit decision and forward a copy of the final decision to the applicant and each 
person who has submitted written comments or requested notice.
