Dear Mr. Benito:

This confirms receipt of a Notice of Termination (NOT) dated January 23, 2018 for the site
referenced above. Based on the review of your NOT, this site is no longer subject to the terms
and conditions of the Remediation General Permit (RGP). Coverage will be terminated as of the
date of this letter. Please note that further discharges, if any, from this site may require coverage
under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permitting program.

If, in the future, there is a discharge from this site eligible for a general permit, a new Notice of
Intent (NOI) will be required. A new discharge not otherwise eligible for a general permit into
waters of the United States from this site, an application for discharge must be made to the
appropriate permitting agency at least 180 days in advance of the proposed discharge (see
C.F.R. §122.21(c)(1)). Any proposed new discharge which meets the definition of a new source
at 40 C.F.R. § 122.2, must meet the requirements of any applicable new source performance
standards for your industry, promulgated under the authority of 33 U.S.C. § 1316, and shall
protect state water quality standards. Any treatment required to be installed to meet new source
performance standards, state water quality, or any other requirement of a permit would have to
be installed prior to discharge to the waters. Discharge to waters of the United States without
obtaining a permit would violate § 301(a) of the Clean Water Act, and would subject you to the
civil and/or criminal enforcement provisions of § 309 of the Act.

Tennessee Gas Pipeline Company, L.L.C. (“Tennessee”) has been issued a General Permit for
Remediation Activity Discharges (“General Permit”, NPDES Permit No. MAG910000) for the
Connecticut Expansion Project (“Project”). The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(“USEPA™) granted Tennessee authorization to discharge under the General Permit on September
21, 2017 (Authorization No. 910717) for the Station 261 portion of the Project, in Agawam, MA.
As of this writing, and in compliance with United States Department of Transportation regulations
49 CFR Part 192 specifications, Tennessee has successfully conducted hydrostatic testing and
completed construction on the 861 feet of piping contained within Station 261.

Station 261 — No. MAG 910717

As previously discussed, on November 27, 2017, Tennessee was informed by its contractor that, on
November 20, 2017, the contractor discharged to the ground within the Station 261 yard in
Agawam, Massachusetts the approximately 16,500 gallons of water sourced from a municipal
hydrant located on Suffield Street in Agawam that was used to hydrostatically test the new piping
within Station 261. According to Tennessee’s contractor, the water was gravity discharged through
a filter bag into a vegetated upland area and did not enter waterbodies or wetlands.

All discharges at Station 261 contemplated under Authorization No. 910717 have been permanently
terminated. In accordance with Section 5.2 of the General Permit, Tennessee is hereby submitting a
Notice of Termination for the Station 261 portion of the Project.
