Dear Mayor Markey:

This concerns your response of 26 July 1982 (Incl 1) to our Cease & Desist
Order concerning filling in New Bedford Harbor seaward of property owned by
the city of New Bedford.

I want to apologize for the delay in responding to your letter. Our staff
had to search for historical aerial photographs of New Bedford to
ascertain the extent of fill that existed at these two sites in May 1970.
I will explain the relevance of this date.

As you indicated in your letter, Federal harbor lines existed in New
Bedford Harbor for many years. Prior to May of 1970 fill could be placed
in the 'waterway shoreward of these harbor lines without obtaining
individual Corps of Engineers permits. However, these harbor lines were
declared inoperative in May 1970. Therefore, any fill placed seaward of
the mean high water line since May 1970 is unauthorized unless it was
permitted by an individual Corps of Engineers permit. From the detailed
aerial photographs of these sites taken in 1971 and 1972, it is clear that
much of the existing filled area was placed seaward of the mean high water
line since May 1970 without Corps approval.

To resolve the unauthorized fill the City of New Bedford must apply for
individual Corps permits to retain all the unauthorized fill that has been
placed seaward of the mean high water line since May 1970 at both of these
sites. To apply for a Corps permit the city must submit a completed
application form, accompanied by suitable drawings, prepared in accordance
with our drawing requirements, that accurately depicts the extent of the
unauthorized work.

For your assistance and information I am inclosing copies of 1971 aerial
photographs of New Bedford Harbor we obtained from the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts. Any fill placed in the waterway subsequent to the date of
these photographs is unauthorized unless it was permitted by the Corps of
Engineers.
