You indicated that the City Council was requesting that soil
sampling be conducted at the playground behind Cornell-Dubilier.
On November 12, 1981 EPA conducted a sampling survey at the
playground. Six samples were collected as follows: one soil
sample under each of two swingsets; one sample from a sand

pit; and three samples from a grassy area near the basketball

courts. The results of these analyses and a map showing
sampling locations are enclosed.
