Dear ifr. Buttervorth:

Our reporting the presence of Aroclor 1242 in the sanples of your
mod other capacitor manufacturing facilities has initiated a series of
queries and cosaeents since Aroclor 1016 replaced Aroclor 1242 at :aost
places in 1971. According to our analysts, the results migat better
have been reported as 1016 and/or 1242. As you vail knot?, both contain
forty two percent chlorine by veî ht and have the sane specific weight;
the aajor difference being the reduction of pentachlora and hexachlors
la the 1016. The differentiation between the two is acadenic. This
seeas to be borne out in that rarely, if ever, does one see data froa
field samples reporting beta Aroclor 1242 and Aroclor 1016 in the sane
Maple. Bather it is reported as one or the other.

Kbea we, the sampling teaas, submitted the collected saaplea for
analyses, we did not infom the analysts taat you were usinr̂  »_ny specific
Aroclor. They knew that you vere usin? TCB cornpounds, and they vere
-asked to identify those present by honologue. Standards had been run
on tho gas caroaatograph for both Aroclor 1242 arid 1016, and ties* had
been graphed as a scries of peai-s and valleys against tice. The sarnies
vhich our analysts reported aa Aroclor 1242 had peaks sinilar to the
Aroclor 1242 standard, and in the analysts' professional opinion, tho
conpouud vas Aroclor 1242. These leaser peaks uay h&ve been caused by
interferences, degradation, or in fact, the presence of Aroclor 1242,
regardless, even knowing timt ta«se results would aiuae questions cc
arise, integrity dictated that I submit the data as presented to n.e.
I felt, aad still feel, this to be a valuable exchaarxe of information.
Since ve are both sacking solutions to & prcblen of mutual concern, -tbia
gives added insigit when veighius data concerning the prcseact of the
various honologues ia the envlromnent. ihcsa data snould not be cousidar̂ d
as representing no racent addition of Arociors to your waste streams,
or that the waste otreara. contains only residual PCI>f out that the reporting
of Aroclor 1242 vs. 1015 nay be interpretive results. The important
point is that the total ?C3 concentration in the discharge is the ntraber
on which any parole will be issued and that nuaber is relatively unchanged
whether the compound in Aroclor 1016 or 1242.
