Create wetlands to provide
a natural system for
improved water quality and
environmental restoration.

Streetscape Improvements
Revitalize the streetscape from Fisherville
to Farnumsville along Main Street. This
would include street tree plantings,
continuous sidewalks and a bikeway spur
from the Blackstone Bikeway.

Fisherville Mill Site
Rebuild on approximately
2/3 of previous mill
footprint with mixed-use
building. Use architecture
that provides a significant
presence onto Main Street
and include public access
through the complex to the
River and Pond.

Dam Revitalization
Clear vegetation to stabilize

Re-establish a continuous
greenway system along

the river. Restore the

former football fields in the
Farnumsville Mill upland for
recreational fields and a small,
informal parking area.

Use the western portion of the former

mill site for parking to serve the new
development. Appropriate green buffers
and sceening should be provided along the
mill race with a pedestrian crossing to a
neighborhood park on the other side.

Canoe Launchi/Takeout

dam and allow visual access
to the river and Fisherville
Pond. Provide a trail for
canoe portage and other
recreational uses.

Fisherville Pond

Restore the Pond to open water to

provide a significant natural resource

for wildlife and waterfowl.

Multi-Use Trail System

Create a trail system that runs north-south
through the site. The trail could run along the
former mill site and across the earthen dam to
the eastern side of the River. The trail would
also continue through the southern portion of
the site and connect to Fisher Park.

Provide access to the river
for non-motorized boats
and other recreational
activities. Construct a
small building that would
provide boat rentals. A
grassy area to the west
would provide overflow
parking for events.

Stanley Mill Redevelopment

development is more feasible.

Recreational Access
Access to the Blackstone

River from Route 16 should be
developed into a non-motorized
boat launch with picnic facilities
and adequate parking. The
Town should work with the
neighboring property owner to
create a seasonal recreational
rental facility and visitor amenity
area.
