Whitney Barrel Company is a barrel reclaiming operation located at
256 Salem Street, Woburn, Massachusetts. The property located on Woburn
Street in used for the storage of drume., In addition, the site serves as
a porking facility for disabled trailers wvhich house empty cardboard barrels.

Problems Identified:

The site ins very accessible with only a small portion of the property
fenced and John Whitney stated that midnight dumping is very likely on his
property. The poor organization of the site is the mogt obvipus harard
identified.

Inveptigation to Date:

FIT Tean inspection on August 20, 1980 included investigation of 21
trailers loaded with cardboard barrels, plastic barrels labeled "fruit
Juice™ and steel drums with chemical logos., Pull barrele were marked with
red ppray paint. Pewer than 30 barrela with contents were located, from
which seven pauples were obtained. No contamination was found, however,
many barrels were extremely rusted and in many cases lacking lids.

Purther Investigation Needed:

Only n pmall portion of cardboard drums in truck trallers oould be
exzamined from the beck of the trucks., Two trailers labeled polson wers
parked back to back and could not be investigated, The identity of the
material contained in the closed full barrels on the stake truck should
be determined.

The materials presently ptored at the Whitney Barrel Company Storage
