What Is The Compliance Date?
e New Sources: July 1, 2008.

e  Existing Sources: Not applicable; existing source
regulation yet to be promulgated.

e A stationary RICE with a site rating of < 500 HP
located at a major source of HAP emissions is
new if you commenced construction on or after
June 12, 2006.

e A stationary RICE located at an area source of
HAP emissions is new if you commenced
construction on or after June 12, 2006.

What Are The Permitting Requirements?

e Owners and operators of area sources are
exempt from title V provided they are not required
to obtain a permit for another reason.

What Records Are Required?
Reporting:

e Owners and operators of certified engines
< 500 HP are not required to submit initial
notification.

e  Owners and operators who conduct performance
testing are required to submit a Notification of
Compliance Status, including the performance
test results, within 60 days of completion of each
performance test.

Recordkeeping

e Owners and operators of all engines (certified
and non-certified) are required to maintain
records of proper maintenance and
documentation that the engine meets the
emission standards.

e Owners and operators of non-certified engines
must keep a maintenance plan.

e For emergency engines greater than 25 HP that
do not meet the standards applicable to
non-emergency engines, owners and operators
must keep records of the hours of operation of
the engine.

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What Is an Area Source?

Any source that is not a major source.

(A major source is a facility that emits, or has the
potential to emit in the absence of controls, at
least 10 tons per year (TPY) of individual
hazardous air pollutants (HAP) or 25 TPY of
combined HAP.)

Who Does This Rule Apply To?

New and reconstructed stationary
reciprocating internal combustion engines
(RICE) with a site rating of < 500 horsepower
(HP) located at major sources.

New and reconstructed stationary RICE
located at area sources.

Existing engines located at major and area
sources will be addressed in a separate
regulation in early 2009.

What Am | Required to Do?

Meet emission standards in

40 CFR part 60 subpart Illl or

40 CFR part 60 subpart JJJJ as applicable,
based on engine type, fuel type, and
manufacturing date. (See Table 1.)

Final standards apply to stationary engines
subject to the NESHAP that commence
reconstruction on or after June 12, 2006.
Reconstruction criteria are provided in

40 CFR 63.2.

Owners and operators of new or

reconstructed spark ignited 4-stroke lean burn
RICE greater than or equal to 250 and less than
or equal to 500 HP located at major sources are
required either to reduce CO emissions by 93%
or more, or limit the concentration of
formaldehyde in the engine exhaust to

14 ppmvd or less, at 15% O,. These engines
would also be required to meet 40 CFR part 60
subpart JJJJ, but do not have to comply with the
CO standards of 40 CFR 60 subpart JJJJ if in
compliance with the NESHAP.

Compliance Demonstration

Owners and operators that purchase
manufacturer-certified engines may demonstrate
compliance by operating and maintaining the engine
according to the manufacturer's emission-related
instructions.

Owners and operators that purchase engines that have

never been certified are required to conduct an initial
performance test to demonstrate compliance.

What are the Impacts?

Stationary RICE are already well-controlled as a
result of other standards. It is expected that
about 86 tpy of HAP will be reduced in 2015 due
to the NESHAP alone.

Total national capital cost is estimated to be $3
million in 2015 with a total annual cost of also $3
million in 2015.
