Final Rule to Reduce Air Toxics Emissions from Area Source Paints and

Allied Products Manufacturing Facilities

 

Presenter: Melissa Payne (EPA's Office of Air Quality Planning and

Standards)

 

Brief Description:

In November 2009, EPA finalized national emissions standards for toxic

air pollutants from paints and allied products manufacturing facilities

that are considered to be area sources under the Clean Air Act. Paints

and allied products manufacturing include materials such as a paint,

ink, or adhesive.

 

The final rule reduces emissions of toxic air pollutants and applies to

paints and allied products manufacturing facilities that process, use,

or generate materials containing the following toxic air pollutants:

benzene, methylene chloride, and compounds of cadmium, chromium, lead,

and nickel. EPA will address limits of volatile organic compounds of

paints in a separate consumer products rulemaking later this year.

 

All facilities subject to the rule are required to operate a particulate

control device to reduce emissions of metal air toxics and use

management practices to control volatile air toxics emissions.

 

To comply with the final rule, a facility will need to meet requirements

for monitoring, recordkeeping, and reporting. In addition, within 180

days of the effective date of the final rule, facilities will be

required to notify EPA that they are an affected source. After this

initial notification, each facility will be required to prepare an

annual compliance certification for the previous calendar year only if

they do not meet the requirements of the rule.

 

For demonstrating ongoing compliance, the requirements include daily,

weekly, and annual inspections, semi-annual visible emission testing,

monthly checklists, and annual certifications that the management

practices are being followed and the particulate control device is being

properly operated.

 

HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL BENEFITS AND COSTS

Existing area sources that are affected by this rule are generally

well-controlled as a result of state permitting requirements,

Occupational Safety and Health Administration regulations, and

reformulation of their products to reduce the toxic content.

 

Most of the facilities in this source category are small businesses. EPA

estimates that 110 of the 2190 facilities are subject to the rule for

volatile air toxics and will incur a total annualized cost of $5,500/yr

(an average of $50 per facility). Fewer than 25 percent of the 2190

facilities (460) are subject to the rule for metal air toxics and will

incur a total annualized cost of $3.1 million/yr (an average of $6,700

per facility).

 

Through compliance with this rule, total particulate matter emissions

will be reduced by 6,300 tons/yr and total metal air toxics emissions by

4.2 tons/yr. Requiring the use of process vessel covers as required in

this rule will reduce nationwide volatile air toxics emissions by about

170 tons/yr.

 

Final Air Toxics Standards for Area Sources in the Chemical

Manufacturing Industry

Brief Description:

In October 2009, EPA issued national air toxics standards for

smaller-emitting sources, known as area sources, in the chemical

manufacturing industry.

 

These standards affect certain process units in any new or existing

facility that falls into one of nine area source categories in the

chemical manufacturing sector and that emits one or more of 15 specific

urban air toxics.

 

The nine chemical manufacturing sectors are:Agricultural Chemicals and

Pesticides Manufacturing, Cyclic Crude and Intermediate Production,

Industrial Inorganic Chemical Manufacturing, Industrial Organic Chemical

Manufacturing, Inorganic Pigments Manufacturing, Miscellaneous Organic

Chemical Manufacturing, Plastic Materials and Resins Manufacturing,

Pharmaceutical Production, Synthetic Rubber Manufacturing.

 

The air toxics are: acetaldehyde, arsenic compounds, butadiene, cadmium

compounds, chloroform, chromium compounds, dichloropropene ethylene

dichloride, hexachlorobenzene, hydrazine, lead compounds, manganese

compounds, methylene chloride, nickel compounds,quinoline.

 

The final rule affects an estimated 450 existing chemical manufacturing

area sources.  The final rule includes emission standards in the form of

management practices for all process equipment, equipment leaks, storage

tanks, and transfer operations. The management practices require

quarterly inspections for leaks. The management practices also require

owners and operators to keep equipment openings in the closed position

during operation and devise inspections for detection of and response to

leaks in the heat exchange system. The final rule further requires

onsite or offsite treatment of all wastewater.

 

In addition to the management practices, the final rule includes

generally available control technologies (GACT) standards for certain

process vents, storage tanks, heat exchange systems, and wastewater

systems. Specifically, the rule requires:

A 95-percent emissions reduction for continuous process vents, except

during periods of startup and shutdown at which time an 85-percent

reduction is required;

An 85-percent reduction for existing batch process vents (90-percent

from new sources);

A 95-percent reduction for vents emitting metal toxic air pollutants;

Improved controls for storage tanks and quarterly monitoring for heat

exchange systems; and

Removal of organic toxic air pollutants from certain wastewater streams

before discarding streams to a wastewater treatment system.

 

Facilities in this industry are required to submit one-time

notifications of applicability and compliance status, submit semiannual

compliance reports under certain circumstances, and keep records to

demonstrate compliance with the final rule.

 

The final rule will reduce air toxics by 248 tons per year and

particulate matter by 570 tons per year at an annualized cost of $3.2

million. The total capital cost of the proposed rule is estimated at

$2.8 million.

 

The final rule exempts the majority of area sources in the chemical

manufacturing industry from Title V permitting requirements.

Approximately one third of the facilities are required to obtain a Title

V permit for reasons other than being subject to the final rule. Of the

remaining facilities, the rule does not exempt ones that reduced their

toxic air pollution emissions to levels below the "major source"

threshold by installing air pollution control devices.

 

On October 16, 2009, the D.C. Circuit issued a mandate in a decision

that eliminated a regulatory exemption for periods of startup, shutdown

and malfunction. In light of that decision, the final standards in the

chemical manufacturing area source rule apply at all times.

 

Final Rule to Reduce Air Toxics Emissions from Area Source Chemical

Preparations Facilities

Brief Description:

In December 2009, EPA finalized emissions limits for toxic air

pollutants from smaller emitting chemical preparations facilities.

Chemical preparations facilities are those that conduct the mixing,

milling, blending or extruding of industrial chemicals, not to be

confused with non-industrial mixing or blending that occurs at a

pharmacy, in a laboratory or in similar non-industrial circumstances.

 

The final rule will limit emissions of particulate matter (PM) that

contain chromium, lead, manganese or nickel compounds. These toxic air

pollutants, or air toxics, are known or suspected to cause cancer, other

serious health problems and environmental damage.

 

All facilities that are subject to the rule will be required to operate

within specific emission limits. These emission limits represent the

emissions reductions that generally available control technology or

management practices can achieve.

 

Facility operations that conduct mixing, milling, blending or extruding

of dry and/or wet chemicals will be required to route their PM emissions

to controls that achieve 95 percent PM reductions.

 

COSTS AND IMPACTS

While there are no current national air toxics standards for this

industry, existing sources affected by the final rule are already well

controlled as a result of state permitting requirements, Occupational

Safety and Health Administration regulations and efficiency

improvements. Likely the only new requirements on the industry will be

record keeping and reporting requirements necessary to demonstrate

compliance.

 

EPA estimates that the final rule will apply to 26 existing facilities.

Approximately 10 of those facilities are small businesses. The final

rule will have a total estimated annual cost of $176,000/yr -

approximately $ 6,800/yr per facility, in the first three years. EPA

projects this would have no significant adverse economic impacts on any

facility.

 

EPA is exempting chemical preparation facilities that would be covered

by this rule from obtaining title V permits
