• Phase I (2001):  Analyses and Network Design Recommendations -
historical (1990-2000) data

• Phase II (2003):  Analyses and Network Design Recommendations -
Pilot City (2001-2002) data

• Phase III (2004):  Air Toxics Data Analysis  Workbook - historical and 
Pilot City data (1990-2002)

• Phase IV (2006):  Temporal and Spatial Variability papers - historical and 
Pilot City data as well as available NATTS (1990-2003)

• Phase V (2007):  To be discussed at this Workshop

across all components of the national air toxics monitoring 
program;
